Landscape
Great Britain can be divided into two natural topographical ar-
eas: the highlands and the lowlands. Between the highlands 
and the lowlands there runs an indistinct dividing line from 
Southwest England, roughly from the mouth of the River Exe 
near Exeter via the Severn Estuary to Northeast England. Scot-
land and Wales are highland areas. England is very largely a 
hilly lowland area. 

Snowdonia, North Wales National Park

The highlands are characterized by the Pennines in the North 
of England as well as the Southern Uplands and the Highlands 
in Scotland. The highest mountain in Great Britain, Ben Nevis 
(1,343 m), is situated in the Scottish Highlands, as are the legen-
dary Loch Ness and Britain’s highest waterfall, the Eas Coul Aulin. 
The coastline of Scotland is broken up by many funnel-shaped riv-
er estuaries. Off the coast there are numerous groups of islands 
such as the Hebrides, the Orkneys and the Shetland Islands.

Scottish Highlands

The lowlands are not fl at land, but tend to be lower-lying hilly 
country. Lowland Britain is characterized by hedges and indi-
vidual groups of trees creating the impression of a park. This 
landscape developed in the Middle Ages, when the forests 
were cleared and the newly laid-out fi elds were enclosed with 
hedges and rows of trees. Magnifi cent manor-houses with 
huge parks as well as small farmsteads were built. Self-con-
tained villages vanished almost completely.

County of Dorset in the south of England

Northern Ireland is separated from the mainland by the Irish 
Sea and the North Channel. The landscape varies from the 
rough, rugged northern and northeastern coasts to the lovely 
fruit-growing areas of County Armagh. To the west are the Sper-
rin Mountains and the Lake District of Fermanagh with Lough 
Erne, which abounds in fi sh. The Mourne Mountains rise to the 
northeast. The moorlands of the Antrim Hills yield to the shores 
of deep Lough Neagh, the largest lake in the British Isles.
