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[bookmark: bmStart]The following tasks deal with the reception and the production of fan fiction after having read a literary text. First, you will read and comment on fan fiction. In a creative task, you will then write fan fiction yourself, which you will publish on a fan fiction website.  

	Task 1: READING OF FAN FICTION (adapted from Lazar 2008, 161)
When working on this task, you will explore different fan fiction stories as reactions to a source text. 


	Step One: Choose one of the following fan fiction websites and select a text of your interest (literary text, TV series, feature film): http://fanfiction.net or http://archiveofourown.org. Browse the website. Read selected texts by fans and the corresponding comments/reviews by other users. 
Alternative: After having studied and discussed the Netflix series 13 Reasons Why, please read a number of responses by fans to the work on the fan fiction websites http://fanfiction.net or http://archiveofourown.org.
Or for Harry Potter: http://www.harrypotterfanfiction.com.
If you need help with unknown vocabulary, you may use a dictionary, but only if you cannot understand the essence of the text without knowing what the word/phrase means.

	Step Two: Decide on one story that you have read and summarise it for your classmates. Please also explain if you did or didn’t like it. How does it relate to the source text and what do you think about it? How can you compliment or critique its author? Did other fans leave similar or different comments? 




	Task 2: WRITING OF FAN FICTION (adapted from Lazar 2008, 162)
You should work on your very own response to a source text and write a ‘fan story’.
Materials: Fan fiction sites, such as http://fanfiction.net or http://archiveofourown.org or  http://www.harrypotterfanfiction.com.

	Step One: Please write an ‘alternative’ text to a literary text of your choice. You may choose an alternative point of view to tell part of the story, change the time or the setting of the story, change the story’s ending, etc. 

	Step Two: Working in groups, read each other’s texts and help each other improving them in terms of language and structure before posting them on a fan site.

	Step Three: Once a person has commented on your post, rework your story according to the suggested changes if you agree with them. You may also decide that you do not want to change the story. In such cases, write a response to the user’s comment stating your point of view.

	Step Four: Comment and discuss: How did you feel during the writing process and when you received feedback, e.g., did you feel energised or threatened? Did it differ from or was it just like other types of writing you usually do? In how far do you now feel that the story is your own story, and how much do you think is it a product of a collective writing process? What does this feel like? 
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
